It is an
especially helpful tool if you have family and friends who live out of town, or your child doesn’t have spare
time to find sponsors. Simply follow the step-by-step directions on the “Hoop-A-Thon Facebook Fundraiser
Page.” If you gather donations via a Facebook fundraiser, your child is still required to submit a
sponsorship form in order to participate. When a donation is made to your Facebook fundraiser, simply
document it on your sponsorship form and write “FB” in the “Paid?” column.
